Opposing Viewpoints
The Opposing Viewpoints Database by Gale might just become one of your favorite resources. Let me show you how to use it. Go to the library webpage, click “Research Guides,” and then click “Research Starter Guide.” From there, it’s the second option. Once it loads, you’ll see issues of interest at the top that you can click through as well as issues below. If none of these catch your attention, try searching in the search bar or clicking on the light bulb. Here you’ll see an alphabetical list. Once you click on something, you’ll see a header of text that gives a brief introduction to the topic as well as resources down below grouped by resource type. A quick tip: these icons of color and dots that look like dice are reading levels. The higher the number, the more difficult it might be to read the text. If you just want a general introduction, click the “Read More” button. This will give you more information on the issue that’s current as well as main ideas and critical thinking questions. These will help you look at these issues with different perspectives. Also at the bottom, they have citations already made for you. Take some time to explore this resource to help you in your research.
